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But why another weather site?

1  The Bureau gives weather warnings which mustaken into
consideration before sailing.
2. There are hidden factors in the local weathéepa, because of

the complex nature of atmospheric processes.

Forecast given by most local weather sites arecbarecomputer
models a natural consequence of a comprehensivgsan the
formulation of a three-dimension “ model” of atrphsre that
explains, as far as possible , all the current hexabbservations
and ongoing changes.

Accuracy

The accuracy of a short-term forecasts dependsepaccuracy of
the observational input; the completeness of sifienowledge

of atmospheric processes that contribute to sleont-tweather
variations; and forecaster’s level of scientificdenstanding and
practical competence in weather analysis and praigndhe pri-

mary purpose of short-term forecast by the Burdadeteorology

is to provide greater detail and/or precision tleanormally given

in the broader scale and longer term forecasts.

Marine customers seem to expect a higher degraecnfracy from
a short-term ( 0 — 6 hours) forecast . Perhaps Ipethink that
forecasting is much easier closer to the eventthackfore they
are less tolerant of errors. High levels of accyrac short-term
weather forecasts are quite difficult to achievd aertainly just as
hard as for the longer time and space-scales.

Our local weather forecast gives an average otheeaver 720
sg nautical miles from Seal Rocks to Broken Bay @dchm sea-
ward. Our small area of Newcastle coastal watens meadifferent
from the averages given. Wind strengths may be ¢f€ater than
the averages given. Waves may be twice the height.

Wind flows through this stationary cloudrfong a rotor system
Lenticular clouds, technically known as altocumudtending lenticularis, are
stationary lens-shaped clouds that form at higtudks, normally aligned at
right-angles to the wind direction.

Under certain conditions, long strings of lenticuttouds can form, creating
aformation known as a wave cloud.

Although this is a spectacular cloud formatiorhats only upper atmosphere
implication for aircraft and gliders.
