Personal Lights

YA Special Regulation 5.03.1 requires each member o
the crew to carry or wear personal lights whenigart
pating in races at categories 1 to 3 or 5 whenemk d
at night.

Owners and crew should be aware when consider-
ing purchasing personal lighteat any light is not
acceptable. The light must comply with the YA
regulations.

To be acceptable on audit the unit produced must be
either a strobe light or oneomplying with SOLAS
LSA 2.2.3. Compliance with other SOLAS LSA para-
graphnumbers is not acceptable.

The International Convention for the Safety of li#e
Sea sets out a Code for Life Saving Appliance in
paragraph 2.2.3 for lights on lifejackets. The YA
regulation shortens this reference to 'SOLAS LSA
2.2.3'. Although YA only requires the light to bemm

or carried, not necessarily attached to a PFDlighé
must meet th€OLAS specified requirements.

Care must be taken to understand that a flashying i
is not a strobe light. A strobe light is a contingo
light which emits cyclical pulses of light. A flaisiy
light is a discontinuous light which switches ordan
off and is on for a short duration and off for aralu
tion longer than it is on. A flashing light is retcept-
able unless it also complies with SOLAS LSA 2.2.3.

To be SOLAS compliant the light shall have a lumi-
nous intensity of 0.75 candelas, have that intgrieit

a duration of 8 hours, be visible over the greatest
segment of the light as possible and emit a white
light. If the light is also a flashing light it shalso
have a manual switch and have a flashing rhythm of
not less than 50 nor more than 70 flashes per minut
( Source LSA Code paragraph 2.2.3.1 2n8.3.2)

An Auditor can assist an Owner to check that atligh
a strobe by activation.

To verify compliance with SOLAS SA 2.2.3, the
Ownershould check and aAuditor will verify that
the light

1. Is branded/ marked as SOLAS compliant to the
relevant clause, or

2. If not so branded, the specifications of thhtlas
require by LSA2.2.3 are branded/marked on the
light, or;

3. The Owner/crew produces a specification
sheet/manufacturer's letter confirming the
model of the item is SOLAS LSA 2.2cdm-
pliant

Next day we sailed across Hervey Bay
to Bundaberg staying in the Port Bundaberg Marina at
Burnett Heads.

OF KILLER LIGHTNING

As indicated in the last i
sue, in the interest of pr
moting safety consciou§-
ness during the summer storm season, we will deal
lightning both on and off the water. Two of the

guestions people ask areWhat is lightning?” and
“How does it form?” Put simply, the answers are [as
follows:

Lightning is the visible effect caused by a hyge
amount of electrons moving between charged objeclls

Appendix C of the RRS (Blue
Book) sets out the changes fo
Match Racing -but to a lot of ob-
servers, including experienced
sailors, it's all a bit of a mystery
Until now the highest profile form
of Match Racing has been in the
Americas Cup but with its inclusion
in the 2012 London Olympics as the
Women’s Keelboat event we are
likely to see an increasing amount o
Match Racing Regattas — the pictur
below is from the Australian Open
Match Racing Regatta held thig
week at_Royal Prince Alfred Yacht
Club:

The yacht with the purple kite has|a
narrow win over grey kite —
there is a yellow flag above the rud-
der on the lead boat and the Race
Officer at the finish line holds uj
Yellow to indicate they have won.

In a nutshell:

2. Pre-start moves are very exciting — in the Amer@ag yachts engage, head into the specta-

tor fleet etc

but it can be even more exciting imken boats, such as the Elliott 6’s to be

used at the Olympics which are light and easy to thrawwn a dial-up (boats side by side
head to wind) or chase each other around in circles.

3. Courses are windward/leeward — there are usually 3 windwarkis; from the start the boats
will sail to the middle mark then run back to a leedvarrning mark positioned about 50m to
windward, half way along the start finish line — if thas a shift during the first leg the

course can be changed to one of the other windward marks.

4. Regattas are sailed in a Round Robin format — for exaamiphin a Flight there may be five
