Addendum to the Sailing Instructions

Williams River Steel Ocean Pointscore Race

Moon Island 8 November 2009.

These Sailing Instructions are an addendum to those Sailing Instructions outlined in the NCYC Sailing Handbook (the White Book) 2009- 2010, however in the event of a conflict these Sailing Instructions take precedent.
1.0 Starting Time

1.1 The warning signal shall be displayed at 8-55am.

2.0 Race Briefing and Crew Registration

2.1 The Race Briefing and Crew Registration will take place at NCYC Licensed Club at 7-30am.
3.0 Log On Procedure

3.1 Yachts shall log on with the Race Officer at the start line by hailing its intention to sail and the number aboard.

4.0 Start Line

4.1 The start line will be in Newcastle Harbour, Queens Wharf vicinity.

4.2 The start line will be an imaginary line between the NCYC RO displaying the Williams River Steel Flag onshore Queens Wharf Brewery vicinity, at the starboard end, and the SLM 5 in the vicinity of the Stockton Ferry Wharf, at the port end.

5.0 Course

5.1 Division 1: Start – Moon Island Mark (starboard) (33 04.8S 151 40.3E approx.) – Finish

5.2 Division 2: Start – Redhead Bluff Mark (starboard) (TBA Ch 77) – Finish

6.0 Finish Line

6.1 The finish line shall be an imaginary line between the Queens Wharf Tower in the vicinity of Queens Wharf and the PLM 6 opposite it, (approximate twilight race finish line).

7.0 Log Off Procedure

7.1 Yachts shall log off with Newcastle Coastal Patrol immediately after finishing.

8.0 Declarations

8.1 Finishing Declarations shall be handed to NCYC RO within one hour of the yachts finish time.

Competitors are reminded that Coastal Patrol Newcastle and Coast Guard Swansea  maintain listening watches on emergency channels covering the course area.
