Addendum to NCYC Sailing Instructions

These Sailing Instructions are to be read in conjunction with the NCYC Sailing Instructions Handbook 2009 - 2010.

1
The Friendship Race Harbour Course
1.1 The Friendship Race Harbour Course is a YA Safety Category 7 Harbour Course starting and finishing in the Newcastle Harbour.

2 Entrants
2.1
Casual Entrants are invited to lodge the required documentation and completed entry form by 1600 hours 28th January 2010. See 4.0 Entries NCYC Sailing Handbook 2009 – 2010.

3 Race Briefing and Crew Registration

3.1 NCYC Friendship Race Harbour Course entrants shall attend the Race Briefing and Crew Registration at NCYC between 1130 and 1200 midday 30/1/2010.


4 Log On Procedure

4.1 To be classed as a starter yachts shall log on at the start line with the Race Officer who will be standing with the NCYC Burgee onshore in the vicinity of Queens Wharf Brewery.  The yacht shall hail its name and number of persons aboard.

5 Start Time

5.1 The Friendship Race Harbour Course Warning Signal shall be displayed at 1335 hours.

5.2 Harbour Course Race Entrants shall stand away for the Division 1 start Warning Signal 1325.

6 Start Line


6.1 The start line shall be in Newcastle Harbour, Queens Wharf vicinity.

6.2 The start line is an imaginary line between the NCYC Burgee onshore in the vicinity of Queens Wharf Brewery (the starboard end) and the SLM 5 in the vicinity of the Stockton Ferry Wharf (the port end).


7 Start Sequence

7.1 The start sequence is in accordance with RRS 26.

8 Start Signals

8.1 The Friendship Race Harbour Course warning flag is the International Code Flag E with the Preparatory Flag being Code Flag P.

9 Course

9.1 The Harbour Course Flag shall be displayed at the start line.

9.2 NCYC courses are detailed in the NCYC Sailing Handbook 2009 – 2010.

9.3 Newcastle Harbour Map is attached for your reference.

10 The Finish Line

10.1 The Finish Line shall be in Newcastle Harbour.

10.2 The Finish line shall be an imaginary line between the NCYC Burgee onshore in the vicinity of Scratchleys Restaurant (the port end) and the East Cardinal Mark opposite (the starboard end).

11 Race Results

11.1 The Race Results, Presentation and Prize Giving will be announced at the after race gathering at NCYC.

12 Sponsors

12.1 The Friendship Race Harbour Course Sponsor is Silo Restaurant and Bar.

13 Berths

13.1 Friendship Race visiting entrants shall receive one night’s free berth at NCYC.  Yacht name, length, width and depth and a copy of its Certificate of Currency of Insurance including $10 million public liability shall be provided to the NCYC Dock Master prior to the event and prior to confirmation of booking.
